	Return to the classroom immediately.
	Take all necessary belongings home at the end of the day.

	Use toilets, urinals, soap dispenser and hand dryer correctly.
	Flush toilets after use and put trash in garbage cans. 
	Use a quiet voice.

	Wash hands after using the toilet and keep area dry. 
	Use washrooms at appropriate times and then return to room or playground promptly.
	Take a short drink and give others a turn.

	Keep hands and feet to yourself.  
	Report problems to an adult. 
	Respect washroom property and the privacy of others.
