Final Project
Week One:
Have you ever been to an indoor waterpark in Winnipeg? We don’t mean a hotel pool and slide... We mean a real, BIG, exciting, thrilling indoor waterpark. No? You aren’t the only one... neither have we, or any of us because it doesn’t exist. Can you believe it?! Imagine being able to go for a day to the most amazing building full of water slides, play structures IN WATER, pools, splash pads and more all inside. Yes, we have a few outdoor water parks in Winnipeg, but you can’t go there on a cold, rainy or winter day... they are only open in summer. Can you imagine being able to have the best day ever all year round at an indoor waterpark? We think it would be FANTASTIC! Also, what if the park had a restaurant or some kind of food cart so you would be able to have your meals there? That sounds even MORE fantastic! 
Since kids will be playing the most in this waterpark, we thought it would be best for kids to create it. Your minds are full of creative and wonderful ideas that should be shared. So... we have a task for you... are you ready? 

Your job is to create Winnipeg’s first and only Indoor Waterpark! 
There are a few rules (criteria) that need to be followed when planning for this. Here is the criteria for your waterpark:
Your indoor waterpark must:
Have a minimum of 3 structures made of at least 3-4 different materials. 
Your structures must be able to stand on their own and be waterproof if they are used with water (ex: the slides couldn’t be made of paper as it will disintegrate in the water!) 
Your structures must be able to hold the weight of 2 small toys. (ex: 2 miniature cars, 2 Lego characters) 
Are your structures sturdy, neat and creative?
Your park needs to have safety rules (ex: no running, how many people can be in the pool at a time)
All your signs MUST be bilingual
Your food venue must:
Have prices attached to each item
Have a way to keep the workers hands clean when serving food 
Draft plan – sketch what it will look like and label it. (Send in a picture or video to Seesaw to show your teacher the plan). Look over the criteria one more time and if you notice you’ve missed something, please make sure to add it to your plan before you start building!
Now try and create your waterpark by following the plan you had made. You may choose to create it out of Lego, Playdoh, recyclable materials from your recycling bin, cardboard, paper, etc. Also, remember that you will need materials that help join things together. What would those be? 
**If you do not have access to anything to create a 3D model, then please just create a “good copy” drawing of the waterpark. Please label what materials you would have used for each part if you had access.
All done creating your waterpark? Send a photo or video to your teacher on Seesaw!

Week Two:
Now, how will you let people know about your waterpark? Who is the audience you are trying to communicate to? Is it kids or their parents? Why?
How can you get the word out to your audience to come to your waterpark? Do you think they would see it if you created a commercial, wrote a letter to the community, made signs, sent invitations? Or is there another way? Which option do you think would be best or do you think you can do more than one way?
Explain your thoughts by loading a video of you on Seesaw sharing your ideas, or by writing it down and then sharing the photo of it on Seesaw for your teacher to see.
Now create! Make that commercial or whatever you chose to get your audience to know about your amazing creation. What information do you think is important to share with the audience? What should they know before going to the waterpark? How will you get people excited to come? There are many things to consider and we can’t wait to see what you come up with!

Problem solving opportunities:
Students can choose their own numbers. They can try these questions multiple ways with different quantities.
If ___ people came to the water park and they each paid ___ to enter, how much money would you make that day? 
 If a customer gave you 10 dollars for their food but they owed you only ___ dollars, how much money would you have to give them back?
If there are ___ slides and __ people can be lined up at each one at a time, how many people could be in the line ups for the whole water park at once?
A customer came to buy food and had ___ dollars. What could be buy from your food venue with that amount of money?
If a family of __ people came to the waterpark, how much money would they need to pay to get in?

Additional Learning Experiences:

Stick Raft Building STEAM Project
Stage 1: Brainstorm
Students will brainstorm ideas and ask questions that relate to the project.Ex: 
Do sticks float in water?
Do all sticks float whatever their size?

Stage 2: Designing 
Students need to plan what materials they need and their quantity, to decide on size, shape, features etc. This can be a verbal extension of stage one or students can actually draw out and annotate their design on paper or the computer. For fun, students can make a sail! 
Stage 3: Building
Students are to gather supplies to create their boats. They can explore nature to look for sticks that best fit their design. The rest of the supplies can be any household items that work with their initial design. 
Some things to consider:
Should the sticks be the same length?
How will the sticks fasten together? What can I use?
Stage 4: Testing/Evaluating
Test stick raft in a bin of water or the bathtub.  For fun, blue food dye can be added to the water.  If the raft does not float properly/tips over (the sail might be too big), students are to go back evaluate and solve the problem.
